What will the course teach me?

Our courses are tailored specifically to address the issues of each individual state or territory.

We are often asked just what is it that I will be able to do once I have completed the course.

Well if you think you are going to be able to swing a hammer, hang a door or lay your floor and wall tiles, you are going to be disappointed.

The course is designed to provide with the skills and knowledge to successfully undertake and coordinate the planning, scheduling and construction phases of a domestic dwelling project.

The mandatory core elements of the course include:

Section 1:
Preliminaries

This section provides a basic introduction to the roles and responsibilities of an Owner Builder and discusses the considerations and decision making process in respect the design and building methods to be employed.

Section 2:
Finance Control and Progress Control

In section 2 at preliminary and budget estimates, the scheduling of works and the effect the progress of the project will have on cash flow.

Additionally we explore how to keep control of the finances of the project through appropriate and adequate book keeping and records.

Section 3:
Legal Obligations

Owner Builders have specific and defined responsibilities and legal obligations in respect the projects they undertake.

Section 3 explains and heightens the students awareness to these responsibilities including, the Building Act, Administrative Authorities, Taxation, Portable Long Service, Insurances and Work Health and Safety issues. 

Section 4:
Off Site Administration

Like most jobs, Owner Builders will find themselves heavily involved in the recording and book keeping functions of their project.

The old saying the jobs not complete until the paperwork is done is certainly applicable when it comes to running a domestic construction project, section 4 looks at the offsite administration necessary.

It introduces the student to record keeping, Trade Contracts, Organization and payment of accounts for supplies and services.

It establishes appropriate methods and standard industry practices.

Section 5:
On Site Administration

In section 5 we look at the progress of the project through the construction phase and relate it back to the original Construction Schedule.

We cover onsite supervision, coordinating contractors, the sequence of works and dealing with neighbours.

Additionally it covers conflict prevention and resolution plus moving in and ongoing maintenance.
In addition, you will get access to the tools we have produced specifically to assist owner builders to run their projects.

These tools include:

· Safety Management System for Owner Builders

Each of these tools provide access to the forms, registers and letters ou will need to successfully manage your owner builder project.
